	Focus the Learning - Learning Objectives:

	P6: They carry out routine activities in a familiar context and show an awareness of the results of their own actions.  

P7 :They move, with support, to new activities which are either directed or self-chosen.  They make purposeful relationships with others in group activities and attempt to negotiate with them in a variety of situations, e.g. if other pupils wish to use the same piece of equipment.  
P8: They demonstrate a basic understanding of what is right and wrong in familiar situations. They are often sensitive to the needs and feelings of others and show respect for themselves and others.

	Extend / Reinforce the Learning:

	Children to practise hand shaking and hugs with family members.

	Begin the Learning - Starter: 
Circle time. Whole group. 
	10mins
	Show pictures of different forms of body contact.  (Hugging/Hand Holding/Kissing/Touching). Ask children if they know the sensible way of saying hello to people. Demonstrate by shaking a child’s hand and saying “This is how we say hello”. Ask each child to do the same with the person they are sitting next to.

	Continue the Learning - Activities: 
Split children into 3 groups 
	15mins
25mins
	Split the children into 3 groups. Ask each TA to facilitate a discussion on when it is appropriate for each type of body contact. Talk about the 3rd picture and why the T-shirt slogan says “Warning Touching Not Allowed”
Groups then come back to the circle and feedback. 

Role plays. Each group takes a different role play. Work through role play with children taking on different parts. After presenting each role play as written they must then ask the circle for feedback and what the characters should have done differently. TAs to assist in the enactment of role play and to prompt children.  

	Supporting / Developing the Learning – Differentiation:

Where appropriate, identify students and the methods of support and extension to be used. Include support staff meeting notes.
	
	Students / Target groups likely to need support:
Deliver attached social story
This is a template PowerPoint and pictures from the child’s life should be inserted from scans. You can also print it out to make a booklet.  This is a very useful tool for any child who has difficulty with personal space and inappropriate touching. It should be read or by the child regularly at home and at school.

	Students likely to need extension work:

	Celebrating the Learning - Plenary: Students demonstrate in some way what they have learned. Recognition of progress. Refer back to Learning Objectives.
	10mins
	Get children in 2 lines – each child facing another. Ask each child to hold hands out to arms length, and ask them to walk toward each other until they get to the others’ hand. Explain that this is the distance to which they should stay when talking. Ask children to hold out elbows and their partner to walk to elbow length. Explain that this is private space and only people they love should come this close.

	Management of Resources

	Equal Opportunities & Social / Moral / Cultural considerations

Identify any relevant aspects of the lesson which develop pupil understanding, skills and knowledge in these areas.
	
	Some members of some religious groups believe that touch between people of the opposite sex is inappropriate at any age.  Knowledge of family backgrounds is important. Some children with autism will find the plenary difficult as it can infringe on their own personal space. When re-enacting the role plays, make sure children don’t feel uncomfortable with any of the close body contact. If in doubt substitute a familiar adult over a child.

	Health and Safety Considerations

Identify the major Health and Safety considerations and what needs to be done to ensure maximum safety.
	
	Check individual child profiles and behaviour management plans. Clear a space in the room for the activities to take place.
