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Invisible ink


Today we made a code wheel to write our own codes across the classroom. There are lots of other ways of sending secret messages. 





Follow these instructions to make your own invisible ink!





You will need





Lemon juice (or other fruit juice, or vinegar)


A fine paintbrush or a cotton bud


Paper


Kitchen roll or tissue


Salt





Instructions





Drip your paintbrush or cotton bud in the juice and write your message on the paper. 


It will disappear as it starts to dry!


When it has dried for a couple of minutes sprinkle some salt over your writing.


Use the tissue to wipe any spare salt off the paper.


Leave it to dry thoroughly.


Bring it in to school.


We will swap messages and colour over the top of the writing with crayons to reveal your message. 











Notes for helpers at home





We have been making code wheels at school to learn about Anne Lister, a famous Victorian woman who wrote a coded diary. If you do not have any lemon juice, any acidic liquid like orange juice, vinegar or white wine should work equally well.
