The elements of disco
Rhythm 120bpm:

· Bass drum – falls on beats 1,2,3 and 4 – this is called ‘4 on the floor’
· Hi-hat – falls on the off beats (+) 1 +, 2 +, 3 +, 4 +
· Snare – falls on beats 2 and 4

· Handclaps – improvise your own syncopated rhythm

Bassline:

· In octaves – e.g. C – C, 8 notes apart

· Ascends and descends in octaves

· Walks up and down

Chords:

· Uses extended harmony such as added 2nds, 7ths and 9ths

· Played on an electronic keyboard or synthesizer

· To be played using ‘syncopation’ or ‘off beats’

Riff:

· A short memorable melody

· To be played by a brass instrument or strings

Vocals:

· Lyrical content is usually about dancing e.g. Boogie Wonderland, Night Fever

· To be sung high in the vocal range particularly in the chorus
