CYCLE OF SOCIAL EXCLUSION
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STEREOTYPE


A group is isolated and generalised assumptions are made about its members
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PREJUDICE


Judgements are made about this group on the basis of these assumptions, rather than with any actual knowledge of the group. The group becomes increasingly isolated.
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DISCRIMINATION


The group is denied access to particular areas such as jobs, housing, social and community facilities, the law, medicine, education and social facilities, etc. on the basis of this prejudice.





What to do


Study this model carefully. Take any one of these groups and see if the model can be applied to them: black or ethnic minority; men; women; lesbian, gay, bisexual and trans (LGBT); people with a belief; atheists; disabled people; older people; Gypsy, Roma travellers.


Answer these questions:


What can be done, legally and socially, to prevent this cycle?


What laws exist to prevent this cycle?


Who do they protect?





Follow up work: Do we need an Equality Act? Explain your answer, referring to the model above.
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Members of the group have to collude in the discrimination in order to assimilate into the mainstream


OR


Members of the group have to find support networks exclusive to their own communities...
