Most students should begin to share their views and opinions e.g. can express their views about love confidently and listen to and show respect for the views of others.
Some students  could explain different ways that family and friends should care for one another.

	Begin the Learning - Starter: Present new information using Visual, Auditory and Kinaesthetic methods.

	Sing a song- e.g. Magic Penny- Love is something if you give it away…

	Continue the Learning – Activities: This is the main part of the lesson. Provide a variety of challenging, differentiated VAK tasks / activities, meeting the needs of all students and all abilities.
