Homophobic/Transphobic Bullying (PE case studies)
By the end of the lesson:

· All students must understand what homophobic language is and that it is unacceptable to use homophobic language to put other pupils down.

· Most students should have an understanding of the homophobic stereotypes that exist in sport and how these can affect everyone

· Some students could have an understanding of how homophobia can be challenged/prevented
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Introduce the topic by gauging pupils perception of bullying.

Ask pupils what they think bullying is.  Encourage a range of answers.

Now explain that in this lesson you will be looking at a particular forms of bullying, called homophobic  and transphobic bullying.

Ask pupils if they know what each means.

Homophobic bullying –bullying  someone who is lesbian, gay or bisexual, or perceived to be. 
Transphobic bullying- bullying someone who is transgendered, or perceive to be.
Divide the class into manageable groups of 4-6 pupils. Ensure that all pupils can access the written information they are about to be given either by arranging mixed ability groups or providing targeted support. 

Give each group a piece of flipchart paper and a pen. Each group will be given a case study to read. 

There are three case studies and more than one group is likely to have the same case study.

Hand out the case studies (one to each group). 

Ask for one pupil in each group to read out the case study to the rest of their group. The group may need the case study to be read a couple of times.

Whilst the pupils are reading the case studies in their groups, write the following questions on the board:

· Why did the bullies use those words? 

· What is wrong with using words like these to put people down?

· Why do you think people are especially picked on in this way in sport?

· Why didn’t the rest of the team say anything?

Explain to the class that now they have read the case studies, you would like them, in their groups to discuss the questions you have written on the board and then write their answers onto the flipchart paper. They have 20 minutes to complete the task and that each group should agree on one person to feedback the answers to the rest of the class.

After 20 minutes, ask groups to feedback (if two groups have the same case study, ask them to feedback on each question alternately). Have each of the case studies on display (whiteboard, screen or flipchart). Read through each case study in turn to ensure all pupils understand the context in which the questions are being asked. Explore/correct inappropriate language and model appropriate language.

What 3 things could your school do to help this pupil? Explain:

· That we have learned that some bullying can be homophobic/transphobic
· Homophobic/Transphobic bullying affects everyone, not just lesbian, gay , bisexual or trans people

· Being part of a team should mean that you look after each and stick up for your team mates if they are being picked on

· Homophobic bullying negatively affects people’s performance in sport

At the end of the lesson explain that you want pupils to go away and come up with practical answers to the following questions about the case study they have looked at by the next session:

· What 3 things could you have done to help this pupil?

· What 3 things could your school do to help this pupil?

Explain to pupils that they may like to find out about the school’s anti-bullying policy.
