	Teaching and Learning

	Focus the Learning - Learning Objectives:  Tell students what they will learn, how it relates to their experience, the standard at which they are working and write key vocabulary on the board.
	
	By the end of the Lesson:

· All students must; gain knowledge and insight into the life and portrait painting of Frida Kahlo, developing learning by creating a composite self portrait from 3 view points.
· Most students should; create an emotionally charged self-portrait (or series of) making informed responses to Kahlo`s work.
· Some students could; create a series of self portraits skilfully manipulating materials, making informed, imaginative and personal responses to Kahlo‘s work. 

	Extend / Reinforce the Learning:

Homework:

Write the homework on the board and ensure students have written it in their planners.

	· AFL: Show example of completed work; discuss why it is successful. Key vocabulary: expressive, scale, tone, shape, definition, construction. 

· Use ideas and skills learnt in the lesson to produce a self-portrait with colour developed in it.

	Begin the Learning - Starter: Present new information using Visual, Auditory and Kinaesthetic methods.

	· Show PowerPoint and discuss her life, work and the term ‘bisexual’ i.e. what does it mean?
· Students asked to mind-map their ‘disabilities’ e.g. phobias, fears, dyslexia, short-sightedness, asthma, allergy, or something more serious like a broken back as in Kahlo’s case 

	Continue the Learning - Activities: This is the main part of the lesson. Provide a variety of challenging, differentiated VAK tasks / activities, meeting the needs of all students and all abilities.

	· Kahlo PowerPoint on the whiteboard
· Inform students that the following work is to be completed very quickly and is best approached with an open mind as to what they will produce from the process.
· Respond to this portrait series by; completing 3 A2 charcoal drawings of  self drawn from different angles, vary scale of drawing in each piece and use both the tip and side of the charcoal.
· Add sketches of objects relating to their disability. Think of dreamlike scenes, objects. Work back into each collage with charcoal and putty rubber.
· If necessary search for objects on the internet to print out and draw from observation and look at the range of Kahlo’s portraits for inspiration 



	Supporting / Developing the Learning – Differentiation:

Where appropriate, identify students and the methods of support and extension to be used. Include support staff meeting notes.
	
	Students / Target groups likely to need support
Students needing support will learn how to make a basic outline drawing in the style of Kahlo and will learn how to create an image of their own body, using simplified areas of tone; they will research the objects and visual information necessary to complete representations of their disabilities.

	Students likely to need extension work
Students needing extension work will learn how to make an accurate drawing of themselves as observed in a mirror.  They will learn to successfully refine and modify their work in line with the learning obs. Working with a high level of independence; they will imaginatively exploit the tonal properties of charcoal to create expressive representations of their disabilities.

	Celebrating the Learning - Plenary: Students demonstrate in some way what they have learned. Recognition of progress. Refer back to Learning Objectives.

	· In pairs students discuss their experience of creating their portrait and review the outcomes referring to the learning objectives.

· Show examples that match the objectives.

· Consider the following questions: One of the contexts of Kahlo`s life was that she was a bisexual; does this reflect in her work? One of the contexts of Kahlo`s life was that she had a disability and was in pain a great deal of her life; does this reflect in her work?
