	Timing
	Teaching and Learning

	Focus the Learning - Learning Objectives:  Tell students what they will learn, how it relates to their experience, the standard at which they are working and write key vocabulary on the board.
	
	By the end of the Lesson:

 All students must; Know the experiences and feelings of at least one LGBT person.
Most students should; Be able to provide one succinct message from  an LGBT person.
Some students could; Create posters with messages that fully explain the key feelings of an LGBT person.

	Extend / Reinforce the Learning:

Homework:

Write the homework on the board and ensure students have written it in their planners.
	
	Students should write down what they think is important about the experiences of the LGBT people they have learnt about, and give their own message to other students their age.

	Begin the Learning - Starter: Present new information using Visual, Auditory and Kinaesthetic methods.
	10 mins
	Show the ‘Stamping out Homophobia’ posters. Read the messages in the speech bubbles and get students to describe what they have learnt and what presentation techniques have been used to highlight the main points. 

(Use of colour, speech bubbles making it more personal, simple use of faces of famous people etc.)



	Continue the Learning - Activities: This is the main part of the lesson. Provide a variety of challenging, differentiated VAK tasks / activities, meeting the needs of all students and all abilities.

	Explain that the students will be watching videos of 3 LGBT people. All 3 of them will be giving advice to anyone else who may think they are LGBT, or who have LGBT parents. They will be creating a poster based on ONE of the people of their choice using images and text just like the ones shown at the beginning with one main point in the speech bubble.

Task 1

Students will need to use their listening skills to find out answers to the questions based on the videos which will be played at the front.

Create a poster using images with main message from LGBT person  in speech bubble.
