	Continue the Learning - Activities:

	Worksheets are at two levels: 4 and 6. Students work in small level-based groups.

Assign roles within groups and rotate for different sheets:

· Problem solver – identifies and explains the method

· Number cruncher – performs all the calculations

· Checker – checks the calculations for reasonableness, possibly by sketching

· Presenter – presents and explains the solution during the final plenary
