	Teaching and Learning

	Focus the Learning - Learning Objectives:  Tell students what they will learn, how it relates to their experience, the standard at which they are working and write key vocabulary on the board.
	
	By the end of the lesson: All students will have drawn a self portrait of their face balanced in their own hand with reference to Gilbert and George’s Light Headed.
· All students must: Produce a drawing of their face balanced in a hand.

· Most students should:  Produce a drawing of their face and hand in the style of Gilbert and George using colour

· Some students could: Produce a drawing of their face and hand in the style of Gilbert and George using colour and draw a landscape background

	Extend / Reinforce the Learning:

All students write the homework and key words in their planners

· Produce a photograph, such as a street or landscape, that reflects your identity. This will be used as a background for your design. This could be your own photograph or an image from the internet or a magazine

· Keywords –Identity, proportion, photomontage

	Begin the Learning - Starter: Present new information using Visual, Auditory and Kinaesthetic methods.

	Starter:10 mins

Using PowerPoint discuss definitions of LGB and T

Activity 1: Show examples of Gilbert and George’s art. Talk about their life as living sculptures, their lifestyle and art work
Activity 2: Ask students to discuss in pairs what they think the painting Militant is about. Talk about the style of the artists’ work, how it is made  and their subject matter
Activity 3: Hand out photocopy resource and discuss the image Light Headed.
Ask how class could replicate such a design.


	Continue the Learning - Activity: This is the main part of the lesson. Provide a variety of challenging, differentiated VAK tasks / activities, meeting the needs of all students and all abilities.

	Main Activity 4: Whole class activity: 
· produce an A3 drawing of a face balanced in a hand as in Gilbert and George’s Light Headed. 
If time:

· Add colours in the style of Gilbert and George and a grid pattern.
· Add pieces of foliage in the background

	Supporting / Developing the Learning – Differentiation:

Where appropriate, identify students and the methods of support and extension to be used. Include support staff meeting notes.
	
	Students / Target groups likely to need support…
Students will have a worksheet showing a basic design and explaining proportions of the face. They use this to provide a structure for their own drawing. They use photocopies of the foliage cut out and stuck to their design to create a textured background
	Students likely to need extension work... 
Students needing extension work will draw their face accurately in proportion, draw their hand from observation, add bright colour thinking carefully of the work of Gilbert and George then add drawings of plants. 

	Celebrating the Learning – Plenary: Students demonstrate in some way what they have learned. Recognition of progress. Refer back to Learning Objectives.

	Review and Celebrate the Learning

Now students pair up with one another and think about which processes would be most suitable to produce a final piece: drawing, painting, printmaking, photography, collage or ICT. They think of an amusing title for their work to be added to the design. Students review their learning by analysing and discussing what is successful about each other’s work. Ensure the questioning is in depth so that rigorous analysis takes place. Discuss the need for a background of a street or landscape and the need to collaborate as Gilbert and George do in their work. 
Remind the students of their homework.
