	Focus the Learning - Learning Objectives:  Tell students what they will learn, how it relates to their experience, the standard at which they are working and write key vocabulary on the board.
	5 mins
	By the end of the lesson:

All students must know that lesbian and gay people have different rights in different countries around the world. 
Most students should be able to offer one opinion on the differing rights of lesbian and gay people in different countries.
Some students could offer balanced reasons for or against the human rights of lesbian or gay people in different countries. 

	Extend / Reinforce the Learning:

Homework:

Write the homework on the board and ensure students have written it in their planners.
	
	Research the human rights of people in one other country. This can be differentiated using Worksheet 1 for students needing increased support to supply starter questions. It is also simpler to research rights in European countries so students could be supplied with a named country to make the task easier www.igla.org, www.wikipedia.org 

	Begin the Learning – Starter: Present new information using Visual, Auditory and Kinaesthetic methods.
	15 mins
	What human rights do people who are lesbian or gay have in the UK? (using PowerPoint)
Draw responses out of the group

Are these rights the same in other countries around the world?

Today we are going to have a discussion about the different rights that people who are lesbian or gay have in other countries around the world. 



	Continue the Learning – Activities: This is the main part of the lesson. Provide a variety of challenging, differentiated VAK tasks / activities, meeting the needs of all students and all abilities.

Activity / Apply / Review

New activity / Apply / Review
	70 mins
	Divide the class in to groups (we have supplied fact sheets on several countries and their laws for four groups).  Slide 3: Each group will be asked to give a brief, five minute presentation on the rights of lesbian and gay people in their country.  

Presentation 

Make it very clear that the groups should not simply read aloud their information but think about how to present it in an interesting and informative way. The students should be nominate two or three students to speak for the group. Try to ensure that this process is fair and that the students do not automatically elect students who speak on every issue. 

Give the groups five minutes to work on their presentation before presenting to the whole class. 

After each presentation, give the others a few moments to feedback on what worked well to the presenters. 

Discussion
Over the past few years the UK has become involved in lobbying for the human rights of lesbian and gay people in other countries. 

Discussion title ‘Should the UK government lobby for the human rights of lesbian and gay people in other countries?’

When you get to slide 8, ask students to work out the colour key based on what they already know of the countries involved. Answer here: http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Gay_rights  
Allow the students to lead the discussion themselves. You should find that discussion starts organically. If this does not happen use the following starter points to spark discussion or the ‘thinking points’ slide (you need not use this at all if the students start to generate ideas for themselves). 
Should our government ‘interfere’ with human rights policy on other countries?

Should we enforce basic human rights in other countries? 
Should other countries be able to decide for themselves how they want their own people to be treated?

Is it acceptable for people in different countries to behave in a way which would be considered homophobic in the UK? Why does this happen?

	Supporting / Developing the Learning – Differentiation:

Where appropriate, identify students and the methods of support and extension to be used. Include support staff meeting notes.
	
	Students / Target groups likely to need support…

	Students likely to need extension work 
Gifted and talented students should be offered the opportunity to extend their arguments and thought on rights around the world. The lesson could be extended to other diversity strands e.g. what right do people of differing faiths have around the world. 

	Celebrating the Learning – Plenary: Students demonstrate in some way what they have learned. Recognition of progress. Refer back to Learning Objectives.
	10 Mins
	Vote- Should the UK government lobby for the rights of lesbian and gay people in other countries?
If you have time, ask each student one reason for their vote. 

	Management of Resources 

Identify which resources are to be used and how.  Include the use of new technology and the use of other supporting adults.
	
	It should always be borne in mind that there will be students in every class who know that they may be lesbian, gay, bisexual or transgender. These students will be at various stages of realisation and ‘coming out’. Preparations should always be made to allow students to leave the room and seek immediate 1-1 support should it be necessary. If this happens, it should do so with an absolute minimum of fuss and students should be allowed to remove themselves at any point. Also, although active questioning should be encouraged to support the participation of all students, no one student should be forced to take part in discussion as it may be the case that that student feels personally attached to the issues being discussed and as such is not able to speak during the session. The session should always be ended with a reinforcement/reminder of how students can access appropriate support if needed. 
The radio resource and news articles on South Africa talk about the ‘correctional rape’ of lesbian women in the country. You should be mindful of any specific issues regarding this within your group. 

This is a 100 minute lesson. Should you be delivering this lesson in 1 hour either do the discussion exercise or the presentation. You could also deliver the lesson across two session, splitting up the tasks as above. 

	Equal Opportunities & Social / Moral / Cultural considerations

Identify any relevant aspects of the lesson which develop pupil understanding, skills and knowledge in these areas.
	
	If a history of homophobic comments or behaviours has been noted in the group then the teacher should be aware of the need to challenge such comments when they occur. If possible the most effective way of doing this is to allow the students to challenge each other. The structured debate can provide an excellent opportunity to do this.

	Health and Safety Considerations

Identify the major Health and Safety considerations and what needs to be done to ensure maximum safety.
	
	It is much simpler to undertake these tasks (and encourages free discussion) if students are sat in a circle, not behind desks. Ensure that, when desks are moved, they are safely stacked and students are able to move freely around the space.
