	Focus the Learning - Learning Objectives:  Tell students what they will learn, how it relates to their experience, the standard at which they are working and write key vocabulary on the board.
	
	By the end of the lesson:

 All students must have developed their intercultural understanding of how contemporary issues are challenged in French society
Most students should be able to tell you about a current social campaign in France, the challenging of homophobia. 
Some students could highlight differences between how social issues are challenged in France and the UK

	Extend / Reinforce the Learning:

Homework:

Write the homework on the board and ensure students have written it in their planners.

Mins
	Show the film Omar from the Rainbow resource pack, which can be ordered free from Schools Out . Alternatively you may access it from YouTube. Find a poster from a homophobia campaign in the UK (you can find lots on Google). Print and bring in the image you think is the most effective. Write a short piece explaining why you think this image is effective and any ways in which it could be improved to make to effective for young people. 

	Begin the Learning - Starter: Present new information using Visual, Auditory and Kinaesthetic methods.

	Split the class into small groups. 

Give each group one of the images from the PowerPoint. What do these adverts mean? What is the message?

How is it trying to combat homophobia? Do you think that this poster would be effective in challenging homophobia in your school? 

	Continue the Learning - Activities: This is the main part of the lesson. Provide a variety of challenging, differentiated VAK tasks / activities, meeting the needs of all students and all abilities.

	Group discussion
French public campaigns, such as these anti-homophobia posters, tend to be much more direct and instructional than we would expect to see in the UK. They do not encourage people to think about and question their attitudes. For instance, if you find an image of two men kissing shocking, are you automatically a homophobe? Is this harsh? If you have ever been homophobic, is it fair to say you are responsible for lesbian or gay people who commit suicide in wider society? 
Campaigns like this are very different in the UK. Advice here tends to be much more discussion based. It doesn’t focus on making people feel guilty or bad for their prior behaviour. Is this a more effective approach? For instance, if we took a more guilt-led approach to stopping smoking, would this be more effective than trying to make people stop for their own health reasons?
Why is the approach to public education so different in the two countries? Can you think of any other public campaigns where this has been the case? A good example is sexual health campaigns which are much more direct in France. 

	Supporting / Developing the Learning – Differentiation:

Where appropriate, identify students and the methods of support and extension to be used. Include support staff meeting notes.
	
	Students / Target groups likely to need support…

	Celebrating the Learning - Plenary: Students demonstrate in some way what they have learned. Recognition of progress. Refer back to Learning Objectives.

	Mock-up a poster on the board that uses the best of the French and UK based techniques. 

How are approaches to public health issues (in France this is a public health funded campaigns) different in France and the UK?

	Management of Resources 

Identify which resources are to be used and how.  Include the use of new technology and the use of other supporting adults.
	
	Students will be using unfamiliar language so make sure they have ready access to dictionaries and other resources. 
It is best to print one image for each group, but we have also supplied them in the power-point for ease of use. 

Paper and drawing materials should be available for the poster designs. Some students may prefer to work on the computer if this is possible. 

One image shows a gravestone and tells the story of a young man we assume has committed suicide. You should be prepared for dealing with any issues which may be evoked in students by this and staff should be made aware of any relevant safeguarding concerns regarding the students in the class. 

	Equal Opportunities & Social / Moral / Cultural considerations

	Pupils may also be invited to consider which other groups may experience prejudice and discrimination. 
Pupils should be encouraged to empathise with the stories told by the posters and encouraged (particularly during the starter) to think about how the subjects depicted might be feeling.
