Most students: should have a knowledge of some LGBT musicians in history, understand the ‘trouser role’ and identify some classical structures in the aria ‘Voi che sapete’
Some students: could name and research LGBT musicians, understand ‘the trouser role’ and name 2 operas that cast a trouser role. Be able to identify all classical conventions in the aria ‘Voi che sapete’

Write the homework on the board and ensure students have written it in their planners.

	· To complete harmonic analyse of the score ‘Voi che sapete’ - identifying the keywords below. Analysis should be typed on 1 side of A4 and be no more than 500 words. 

· Keywords – Modulation to the dominant, tonic, subdominant or relative minor, ornamentation, perfect, imperfect, plagal and interrupted cadences. Staccato, legato and arpeggiation.

	Using the worksheet provided – Guide to the trouser role:

· Students read through the sheet and use the internet to answer the questions on the PowerPoint slide:

•What is a trouser role – give an example?

•Which voice type sings the trouser role?

•What is the range of this type of voice?

•What is the name of the male voice that sings in this range?

•In which eras were these voice types popular?

•Give two examples of composers who wrote for these voice types?
· Students present their answers to the group 

· Students read through the English translation and discuss the intent of the aria

· Students begin a harmonic analysis of the score identifying classical formulas and conventions referring to the keywords. Write on the score and circle the modulations, arpeggiation, staccato, etc…
