Lesson Plan

Lesson Title: How writers use CHANGE OF TONE to influence the INFERENCES readers draw from their material (by studying the poem, ‘The Ballad of David Peters’). 

NOTE: Although this lesson can be taught in isolation, it builds on the lesson on ‘Reasoning’, which is based on study of the same poem.

	Focus the Learning - Learning Objectives:
L.O.1 To understand the meaning of the terms ‘explicit’ and ‘inference’.

L.O.2 To be able to draw inferences from changes in a character’s tone of voice.  
	
	By the end of the Lesson:

All students must understand 
1. the meaning of the terms ‘explicit’ and ‘inference’. 

2. how a person’s tone can change to show the way they are thinking has changed. (L4)
Most students should be able to identify changes in a character’s personality, as revealed by permanent changes in their tone of voice. (L5)
Some students could infer subtle changes in a character, from changes in their tone and vocabulary. (L7)

	Homework sheet (three tasks)
1. Can students name a celebrity who’s turned negative experience into a positive outcome?

2. As 1, but for people they know. 

3. Write a letter to a friend who has suffered a traumatic experience. Aim: Use the right tone to convince them they can turn it into something positive. 

	Begin the Learning - Starter: 
	20
mins
	1. Show slides 1-11. Explain/revise the meaning of’explicit’ and ‘inference’.
2. Re-read the poem, ‘The Ballad of David Peters’. (5 mins)
3.2. Students complete worksheet, asking them to distinguish between changes in character that are explicit and those which are to be inferred. (10 mins)
4. Student feedback/ whole-group discussion of responses on worksheet. (5 mins)

	Continue the Learning - Activities:

	1. In pairs, students discuss and make notes on the following two questions:

a. At the end of the poem, do they feel sorry for the narrator, who is now 24? 
b. Has David Peters, also now 24, put being bullied behind him?

Answers must be supported by clear reasons, based on changes in the characters revealed in the poem.  (10 mins)

2. Working individually, students write two diary entries by David Peters.  

The first is for the day of the final bullying incident, after which DP left the school. The second is for the day, age 24 and famous, he reads the bully’s poem about him. (25 mins)



	Supporting / Developing the Learning – Differentiation:


	
	Students / Target groups likely to need support
1. Teacher asks less-able students to identify changes shown explicitly in the poem.

2. Classroom support to assist less-able students with diary entries, by asking questions which prompt identification of changes in the characters.
	Students likely to need extension work 
1. Teacher asks more-able students to draw subtle inferences about changes in the characters.
2. Very-able students are asked to discuss different possible inferences that can be drawn from key lines in the poem. 


	Celebrating the Learning - Plenary:

mins
	In pairs, students read each other’s diary entries and offer peer-assessment as to whether or not their partner’s writing reflects inferences drawn from changes revealed in the poem.
