	Creating a Safe Environment: Establishing the rules
	10 minutes
	Establish classroom rules for discussion activities as democratically as reasonably possible (pupils always respect rules and regulations if they have a part in deciding them). These are negotiable but respectful language; giving people space and time to speak; respecting each other’s confidentiality and the confidentiality of third parties such as friends and relatives must be among them. The rules should be observable to the whole class throughout the lesson.

	Focus the Learning - Learning Objectives:  Tell students what they will learn, how it relates to their experience, the standard at which they are working and write key vocabulary on the board.
	
	By the end of the lesson: (slide 6)
All students (Level 4)  must be able to describe some events or people in Britain’s LGBT history.
Most students (Level 5) should be able to link these by placing them in a chronological framework
Some students (Level 6) might be able to reflect on why there are different historical interpretations of events, and why some groups are ‘Hidden from History’

	Extend / Reinforce the Learning:

Write the homework on the board and ensure students have written it in their planners.

	Find another person or event not used in the chronology cards for this lesson.

	Begin the Learning - Starter: Present new information using Visual, Auditory and Kinaesthetic methods.
	10 mins
	Discussion 1 (slide 3) Name other ‘Hidden Histories’. (A)

Discussion 2 (slide 4) Why do you think that these groups have been largely ignored by historians? (Link to contemporary discrimination). (A)

Discussion 3 (slide 5) Name events or people connected LGBT History (challenge student assumptions here – e.g. not only from popular culture) (A)


	Continue the Learning - Activities: This is the main part of the lesson. Provide a variety of challenging, differentiated VAK tasks / activities, meeting the needs of all students and all abilities.

	Review activity. Share with students established definitions (slide 7) (A)
Group Sort activity 1. Chronological sort. (slide 8) (K & A)
‘Marketplace activity 1’ . Students visit other groups to peer review (slide 9) (K & A) Peer marking . Whole class feedback – how did we do? Invite commentary (slide 10) (V & A)
Group Sort activity 2. Devise categories to place the events into. (slide 11) (K & A)

‘Marketplace activity 2’ . Students visit other groups to peer review (slide 12) (K & A)

Whole class feedback on categories – individuals from each group report their findings (slide 13) (K & A) 

	Supporting / Developing the Learning – Differentiation:

Where appropriate, identify students and the methods of support and extension to be used. Include support staff meeting notes.
	
	Students / Target groups likely to need support
Less able groups might need fewer sort cards (activity 1 e.g. 15 cards), alternatively set up mixed ability groupings 
	Students likely to need extension work 

More able groups can devise definitions (‘Continue the Learning’ - slide 7)


	Celebrating the Learning - Plenary: Students demonstrate in some way what they have learned. Recognition of progress. Refer back to Learning Objectives.
	10 mins
	Group discussion around questions on functionality and utility of History (slide 14)
Refer back to learning objectives – ask individuals to describe events or people in LGBT History, place these events in chronological framework, wider discussion on why some groups are ‘hidden’.
