	Creating a Safe Environment: Establishing the rules
	10 minutes
	Establish classroom rules for discussion activities as democratically as reasonably possible (pupils always respect rules and regulations if they have a part in deciding them). These are negotiable but: respectful language; giving people space and time to speak; respecting each other’s confidentiality and the confidentiality of third parties such as friends and relatives must be among them. The rules should be observable to the whole class throughout the lesson.

	Focus the Learning - Learning Objectives:  

	
	 P8 Pupils join in a range of activities in one-to-one situations and in small or large groups.  They follow through new tasks. 
Level 1 Know that family and friends should care for each other

Level 2 Students begin to learn about their own and other people's feelings and become aware of different types of families.

	Extend / Reinforce the Learning:

	Students could talk to their parents about when they met or how they fell in love. More able students can interview family members in relationships. Less able students can find pictures of people that are important in their lives and bring them in for discussion.

	Begin the Learning - Starter: 
Show PP “Who Do You Love?”

	Explore the difference between like and love, by asking children what they like and who they love. 


	Continue the Learning - Activities:

	Activity 1

Each group has set of cards. (these need to be printed from the slides of the PowerPoint) Explain that all the people on the cards love each other. Ask “Who are they?” e.g. Slide 2 “X  & Y are married. People marry when they love each other.” Or Slide 3 “X & Y are brother and sister. Brothers and sisters love each other.”  etc. Do this for all the relationships in the slides.
Activity 2

In same groups: Ask the children who they love? Who do they know is married? Who do they know are in relationships? Who do they love in their family? Feedback to group

	Supporting / Developing the Learning – Differentiation:

	Students / Target groups likely to need support
Level P8 below

Students with SLD may need Writing With Symbols to point to words of family members or friends. Children with ASD or lower SLD levels may need I Like/I dislike boards to think of people or items they like or dislike and group accordingly. This would need to be prepared beforehand e.g. a picture of the teacher or TA, and pictures of family members.
	Students likely to need extension work 

Level 2A+

More able students can develop their vocabulary of describing words by writing as many reasons they can think of, as to why they love a particular person e.g. “My Mum: because she cares for me, because she makes me feel happy when I’m sad” etc. Alternatively students can use the group work cards to decide on stories about each couple in the pictures. They might verbalise these stories, or write about them. They could decide where the couples live, how old they are, how they met and any other information about their lives.

	Celebrating the Learning - Plenary: Students demonstrate in some way what they have learned. Recognition of progress. Refer back to Learning Objectives.

	Students feedback in circle from activity 2.

	Management of Resources 

Identify which resources are to be used and how.  Include the use of new technology and the use of other supporting adults.
	
	Pictures of couples can be displayed on PowerPoint.

Couple cards printed out from PowerPoint slides. 1 set for each group or a mixture of different cards for each group.

TA’s with each group supporting the learning and asking effective questioning that prompts discussion.

	Equal Opportunities & Social / Moral / Cultural considerations

Identify any relevant aspects of the lesson which develop pupil understanding, skills and knowledge in these areas.
	
	Children will come from a diverse mix of family backgrounds, care must be taken to not assume all children have one mother and one father or that they are still together and ‘in love’. Some children will not be familiar with seeing images of gay and lesbian couples. 

	Health and Safety Considerations

	Risk assessments should be in place for all children in class with challenging behaviour. ASD children could have this lesson plan adapted into a user friendly format using the TEACCH approach.
