Lesson Title: Persuasive/Argumentative devices

	Creating a Safe Environment: Establishing the rules
	10 minutes
	Establish classroom rules for discussion activities as democratically as reasonably possible (pupils always respect rules and regulations if they have a part in deciding them). These are negotiable but respectful language; giving people space and time to speak; respecting each other’s confidentiality and the confidentiality of third parties such as friends and relatives must be among them. 
The rules should be observable to the whole class throughout the lesson. 

Avoid negative terminology e.g. Say/write: “Be respectful of others’ views” rather than: “Don’t be disrespectful of others’ views”.

	Research homework task: Pupils find their own newspaper article, which uses language devices to present an argument – identify them and explain the effect of the quotes.

	Begin the Learning - Starter: 
	10 mins
	Pupils are given a topic card as they enter the classroom and they have 5 mins to debate that topic with their partner, arguing either FOR or AGAINST.
Then have a 3 min discussion – what type of language did you use to make your point? How did you speak? What did you do to present your point of view?

	1. Pupils read the article (read around the class). Select one volunteer (G+T pupil) to fill in words on the worry wall. As you read, pupils are encouraged to raise their hand when they reach any words they don’t understand. Select one volunteer to write these up on the ‘Worry Word Wall’
2. Pupils identify the language devices in the article and label them on their copy. EXT: Pupils then start annotating the effect of the device. LA: Pupils are given a prompt box on slide to help.

3. Pupils assess a WAGOLL (What a good one looks like) paragraph and give it a level.

4. Pupils write their own paragraphs explaining the effect of the language devices. LA: Sentence starters and word bank on slide 

	Supporting / Developing the Learning – Differentiation:

	- Pupils peer assess learning using two stars and a wish (they draw 2 stars in their partners book and write two things from the assessment grid that they did well, the wish is for one improvement that they could make) and use student-friendly assessment grid on PowerPoint. 

- Quiz on language devices (on mini-whiteboards) EXT: Pupils explain the effect as well.
