LessonTitle: Stereotypes and the Media

Key Stage: 3/4

National Curriculum Key Stage and Targets: (2.2g) Understand how audiences and readers choose and respond to texts (2.2m) how writers present ideas and issues to have an impact on the reader

	Teaching and Learning

	Creating a Safe Environment: Establishing the rules
	10 minutes
	Establish classroom rules for discussion activities as democratically as reasonably possible (pupils always respect rules and regulations if they have a part in deciding them). These are negotiable but respectful language; giving people space and time to speak; respecting each other’s confidentiality and the confidentiality of third parties such as friends and relatives must be among them. 
The rules should be observable to the whole class throughout the lesson. 

Avoid negative terminology e.g. Say/write: “Be respectful of others’ views” rather than: “Don’t be disrespectful of others’ views”.

Learning Objectives:

LO: To understand what target audience is

and how magazines use stereotypes

	ALL will be able to identify the target audience of a given text and explain why it appeals to that particular audience 

MOST will be able to explain what stereotypes are and identify where they are used in the media
SOME will be able to use their knowledge of stereotypes to create a magazine feature to meet a target audience.

	Extend / Reinforce the Learning:

Homework:


	
	Extend: Continue debate on whether the use of stereotypes is good or bad and what impact it has on us
Homework: Researching stereotypes in the media. Pupils must find one example of target audience or stereotypes in advertising and write a paragraph explaining how target audiences and stereotyping have been used.

	Begin the Learning - Starter: 
	10 mins
	Mini--‐whiteboard task: Pupils shown a series of images based on them. Ask them whom the target audience is and why they have made that assertion.

	Think/Pair/Share–Pupils come up with a definition of ‘target audience’ and ‘stereotypes’ 

2. Closer analysis and discussion of a magazine cover. In groups pupils annotate a copy, explaining what stereotypes it is using, whom it is aimed at and why it appeals, moving onto an evaluation of its effectiveness. Example on the PowerPoint, with prompt sheet for pupils
3. Pupils pick out of the hat a target audience and then design their own magazine cover to suit that audience. Include LGBT groups within this, as well as other protected characteristics


	Supporting / Developing the Learning – Differentiation:

Where appropriate, identify students and the methods of support and extension to be used. Include support staff meeting notes.
	
	Students / Target groups likely to need support…
Focus attention on the images and colours rather than the content. Support questions for annotation (task number 2) and example on the PowerPoint.
	Students likely to need extension work…
Draw out their ideas on the misuse of stereotypes and ask where they have seen examples of negative stereotyping in the media. Group task: Give G&T the editor role for leadership skills


	Celebrating the Learning - Plenary: Students demonstrate in some way what they have learned. Recognition of progress. Refer back to Learning Objectives.

	Pupils move around the room looking at other groups’ designs. On a Post-it note they write a comment explaining how the group has met its target audience and how they have used stereotypes. Encourage higher ability pupils to comment on whether stereotypes have been used positively or negatively.
