Lesson Title: Poetry/Music lyrics analysis

	Teaching and Learning

	Creating a Safe Environment: Establishing the rules
	10 minutes
	Establish classroom rules for discussion activities as democratically as reasonably possible (pupils always respect rules and regulations if they have a part in deciding them). These are negotiable but respectful language; giving people space and time to speak; respecting each other’s confidentiality and the confidentiality of third parties such as friends and relatives must be among them. 
The rules should be observable to the whole class throughout the lesson. 

Avoid negative terminology e.g. Say/write: “Be respectful of others’ views” rather than: “Don’t be disrespectful of others’ views”.

	Pupils listen to ‘Tracy Chapman – For My Lover’ and reorganise the lyrics in the card sort to create the poem.


	Continue the Learning - Activities:

	1. In pairs pupils read through the timeline of events and match them to lines of the poem and explain their cultural relevance. This is then shared with another pair. 
2. In pairs, pupils pick questions to answer based on the poem. The more questions they answer, the more points; the more points, the harder the question. 
3. Feedback and discussion of ideas as a class. 

	Supporting / Developing the Learning – Differentiation:
