Timeline of events
1869: Hungarian psychologist Benkert invents the word "homosexual" to describe people attracted to the same sex.

1942: U.S. military, under influence of psychiatric establishment, revises codes on homosexual behaviour as part of general revision brought on by World War II.

1950: Harry Hay and others found Mattachine Society in Los Angeles, America's first on-going gay rights organization.

1965: Gay and lesbian people picket outside federal offices in Washington to protest the government's employment discrimination against LGB people. First public protest by LGB people in the nation's capital.

1969: The Stonewall Riots take place in New York after police raid a gay bar and people fight back. Many cities begin "Gay Pride Marches" in late June to commemorate this uprising against oppression.

1973: The American Psychiatric Association votes to remove homosexuality from its list of "illnesses," officially ending a century of efforts by psychologists to "cure" gay people. Despite this, this practice can still be found today.

1982: Wisconsin becomes first state to ban employment discrimination on the basis of sexual orientation. In 2017, 23 States have this ban, with the 28 remaining States allowing employment discrimination. 
2003: Virginia makes same-sex sexual relationships legal.
