	Teaching and Learning

	Creating a Safe Environment: Establishing the rules
	10 minutes
	If this is the second lesson remind students of the established classroom rules for discussion activities as democratically as reasonably possible (pupils always respect rules and regulations if they have a part in deciding them). These are negotiable but respectful language; giving people space and time to speak; respecting each other’s confidentiality and the confidentiality of third parties such as friends and relatives must be among them. The rules should be observable to the whole class throughout the lesson.

	Focus the Learning - Learning Objectives:  Tell students what they will learn, how it relates to their experience, the standard at which they are working and write key vocabulary on the board.
	5 mins
	By the end of the Lesson:

All students must; know that there are many different terms used to describe sexual orientation and gender identity; that these terms change over time; that some terms can be offensive; that some terms are inclusive and some are exclusive.

Most students should; be able to explain the term pathologise and how it impacts the LGBT+ community; 

Some students should; be able to explain how the terms ‘queer’ and ‘dyke’ are used today; understand the meaning of ‘reclaiming’ the vocabulary.
These targets are set out in more simplified form in the PowerPoint. Slide 2

	Extend / Reinforce the Learning:

Homework:

Write the homework on the board and ensure students have written it in their planners.
	5 mins
	Write down: A sentence that explains the difference between inclusive and exclusive; A term which we shouldn’t use today or that we should use with great care, explaining why.
At least one other thing you learned.
Remind pupils that this work will be marked and assessed


	Begin the Learning - Starter: Present new information using Visual, Auditory and Kinaesthetic methods.
	15 mins
	Remind pupils of the terms lesbian, gay, bisexual and trans and their definitions and what we learned last time. Show slide 3.
Move on to slides 4 and 5 which explain inclusive and exclusive with the analogy of a lesson plan. Some pupils will be familiar with the use of these terms and this section may be skipped or gone over very quickly.

Move on to slide 6 which reiterates why LGBT+ is more inclusive than LGBT. 
Ask pupils if they can think of a time when they were excluded from a group or activity and explain how it felt. 

	Continue the Learning – Activities: This is the main part of the lesson. Provide a variety of challenging, differentiated VAK tasks / activities, meeting the needs of all students and all abilities.

Activity / Apply / Review

New activity / Apply / Review
	20 mins

	Show  slide 7 and ask pupils  to work in pairs or small groups to discuss the questions and come up with written answers. 
Go over the answers and discuss to elicit the level of understanding

For large groups and mixed ability groups it may be more dynamic to do one Q and A at a time rather than all 7 questions, followed by all 7 answers. 
Find out how many answers each group or pair answered correctly.
 

	Supporting / Developing the Learning – Differentiation:

Where appropriate, identify students and the methods of support and extension to be used. Include support staff meeting notes.
	
	Students / Target groups likely to need support:
The concepts introduced in this session can be quite complex. Limit the key terms if necessary and prioritise the most important 
	Students likely to need extension work :
Learn and define the terms on slide 6 without looking at the slide.
Discussion of reclaiming the vocabulary: why would an oppressed group ‘reclaim’ and take ownership of a term that has been used to oppress them? Could it be an act of pride or defiance?

	Celebrating the Learning – Plenary: Students demonstrate in some way what they have learned. Recognition of progress. Refer back to Learning Objectives.
	5 mins
	Go through the plenary on slide 10.
The homework must be done with due care and attention as it will be assessed


	Management of Resources 

Identify which resources are to be used and how.  Include the use of new technology and the use of other supporting adults.
	
	The questions are on a Word Document and may be downloaded, printed and handed out. They can also be individualised and used for assessment

A flip-chart would be useful for setting out and displaying the class rules
Be aware of confidentiality issues  and try to steer discussion away from families or members of the school community, unless  the person is openly out and proud

	Equal Opportunities & Social / Moral / Cultural considerations

Identify any relevant aspects of the lesson which develop pupil understanding, skills and knowledge in these areas.
	
	Some pupils may draw an analogy between the LGBT+ community’s reclaiming of the vocabulary of their oppressors with the use of the ‘n’ word by some people of colour; particularly associated with some music forms such as rap, R&B and hip-hop. Whilst the analogy works up to a point, use of the ‘n’ word is more offensive than ‘queer’ or ‘dyke’ and a larger ratio of BAME people are offended by it than LGBT+ people are offended by ‘queer’ and ‘dyke’. Use of all three terms and many others can be construed as  a hate crime and pupils need to be reminded of this.

	Health and Safety Considerations
