	Creating a Safe Environment: Establishing the rules
	10 minutes
	Establish classroom rules for discussion activities as democratically as reasonably possible (pupils always respect rules and regulations if they have a part in deciding them). These are negotiable but respectful language; giving people space and time to speak; respecting each other’s confidentiality and the confidentiality of third parties such as friends and relatives must be among them. The rules should be observable to the whole class throughout the lesson.

	Focus the Learning - Learning Objectives:  Tell students what they will learn, how it relates to their experience, the standard at which they are working and write key vocabulary on the board.
	5 mins
	By the end of the Lesson:

All students must; be able to recognise the different forms of intolerance and racism in one’s own daily life and environment: be able to recognise the personal motivations that lead to discriminatory actions; recognise stereotypes particularly in sex and gender expectations
Most students should; be able to identify the importance of personal respons ibility for the group or the community; recognise behaviours that are socially permissible and socially unacceptable according to gender stereotype.
Some students may; be able to identify constructive and communicative abilities or strategies that can effectively counter discriminatory tendencies.


	Extend / Reinforce the Learning:

Homework:

Write the homework on the board and ensure students have written it in their planners.

	Students could be asked to choose an LGBT role model who they would like to come into the school to talk to the group. Explain their choice. 

	Begin the Learning - Starter: Present new information using Visual, Auditory and Kinaesthetic methods.
	25 mins
	Organise the class into groups of 4
Ask them to think about male and female.

1. What is permissible for men that is not permissible for women and vice-versa?

2. Which features does an activity/lifestyle/sport have in order to be classified as a male or female one?

3. Is this same in other countries in the world?

4. When your parents were young, could men and women have the same roles, same liberties they have nowadays?



	Continue the Learning – Activities: This is the main part of the lesson. Provide a variety of challenging, differentiated VAK tasks / activities, meeting the needs of all students and all abilities.

	Show the film Omar. The film is in French with subtitles. Some of the language is obscene and some is homophobic and racist

1. Organize groups of 4-5 people in order to discuss the following points:

How is Omar behaving with his friends?

How does Omar react to the bullying of Arthur?

Why does Omar go and meet Arthur in the way he does?

 Why is their meeting point so hidden?

Why do Omar’s parents react in the way they do?

How does Omar feel about being watched by his neighbour and friend, before and after being discovered?

· Ask each group to write their answers on a board or flip chart

	Some aspects of this lesson are personal and there needs to be some sensitivity towards people who may feel uncomfortable talking about their  own character and fears. A set-aside group that can look at case studies and generalise about feeling different might resolve the issue.

Some pupils may be resistant to learning about LGBT+ people because of their religious background. The Equality Act Public Sector Equality Duty reminds us that we have to ‘foster good relations between the protected characteristics’. Challenge assumptions about scriptures that claim homosexuality or gender reassignment to be sinful. If some pupils are unable to reconcile these ideas with their belief, at least try to make them understand that no deity in any religion supports prejudice, bullying and discrimination  and they all claim it is not our job to judge others. Also LGBT+ equality is enshrined in law. Check out your school’s policies for further guidance in this area. 

	Health and Safety Considerations
